· Led by captains in the Gym with students seated in class groups as per whole-school events
· The school flag set at half-mast. Music required for last national anthem, last post and rouse. 
NOTES: Students will be dismissed from the gym and return to their classes. Teachers asked to bring wreaths and organise students to lay them on the steps.

Introductory sentences: (College Captain 1): 
Today the flag at the front of the school has been lowered to half-mast to commemorate Anzac Day when we remember the ANZACS, the soldiers from Australia and New Zealand, who ran ashore at Gallipoli on April 25th, 1915. This was the first time that Australia and New Zealand were recognised by the rest of the world as being nations in their own right. The soldiers were fighting to bring freedom to people who had been conquered by other nations. They were fighting to end a horrible war which killed 10 million people – more than twice the population of Australia at that time. Those who were there that first ANZAC Day are no longer alive, but Anzac Day goes beyond the anniversary of the landing on Gallipoli in 1915. It is the day on which we remember all Australians who served and died in war and on operational service. Australians have fought in other wars since then, always trying to bring peace to other nations at war. 
We thank God for the peace our nation enjoys and for the men and women who won that peace.
Remembering Gallipoli  
(PS student leader 1) When war broke out in Europe in 1914, Australia had been a nation for only 13 years, and the new federal government was eager to establish its reputation among the nations of the world. In 1915 Australian and New Zealand soldiers formed part of the allied expedition that set out to capture the Gallipoli peninsula. The ultimate objective was to capture the capital of the Ottoman Empire – which was an ally of Germany – to force Turkey out of the war.  
On April 25th 1915, twenty thousand of Australia’s finest sons and ten thousand New Zealanders stood on the decks of their darkened ships. Then calmly, one following the other, they clambered into small boats. 
(MS Captain 1) They met fierce resistance from the Ottoman Turkish defenders. The bold plan to knock Turkey out of the war quickly became a stalemate. The ANZACS endured plagues of flies, bitter cold, hunger and frost bite. 
The campaign dragged on for eight months, in which time both sides suffered heavy casualties and endured great hardships. Thousands of soldiers on both sides were killed at Gallipoli, including more than 8,000 Australian soldiers. 
(College Captain 2) At the end of 1915 the allied forces were evacuated from the peninsula. The Gallipoli campaign had a profound impact on Australians at home, and 25 April soon became the day on which Australians remembered the sacrifice of those who died in the war.
Although the Gallipoli campaign failed in its military objectives, the Australian and New Zealand actions during the campaign left us all a powerful legacy. The creation of what became known as the “ANZAC legend” became an important part of the identity of both nations, shaping the ways they viewed both their past and their future.

Laying of Wreaths : (College Captain 1)
You would have noticed flowers laid on graves in cemeteries and at memorials in memory of people who have died. We present a wreath of flowers in honour of those who died at war. 
Could class representatives please come forward with your wreath and place them at the front.
(Class representatives come forward and lay wreaths)
The Last Post: (College Captain 2) We will now listen to a poem called “For the Fallen” written by English poet and writer Laurence Binyon in 1914. The poem concludes “Lest we forget” and I ask that you all repeat this Line, lest we forget, after it is read. This will be followed by the Last Post. 
The Last Post is the trumpet or bugle call sounded in the army barracks to mark the end of the day's activities. It is also sounded at military funerals and commemorative services to indicate that the soldier's day has drawn to a final close through his death. Following the playing of the Last Post, we will have a minute’s silence. This is included in the Anzac Day ceremony as a sign of respect and a time to think about the people who have gone to war.
